REDDING, CA (July 23, 2020) — The recently launched North State Equity Fund (NSEF) today announced
grants of $3,500 each to six agencies for their contributions to equity in the North State.

The Fund is a collaboration between United Way of Northern California, North Valley Community
Foundation and Shasta Regional Community Foundation to support efforts that promote racial justice
and social equity throughout the North State.

The Fund was established
in June 2020 after the tragic death of George Floyd. The partner organizations provided seed money
of $100,000. As the Fund grows, additional grant opportunities may include organizational capacity-
building and public forums that promote education, awareness and constructive dialogue.

“We are excited, not only to provide funding to these six agencies that already do so much for the
community, but for the opportunity to deepen relationships with the agencies in anticipation of
working together on important projects in the future,” said Larry Olmstead, President & CEO of United
Way of Northern California, which is administering the fund on behalf of the three partners.
